PTO Meeting Minutes - September 19, 2017

Meeting called to order at 6:35 pm 
 
Leaderôs Report - Audrey Wittry 
 

Welcome & Introductions 
 

Open House - Thank you to all the people that helped out at the Open House and to Mr. 
Dziadosz for putting lots of information on the Stettin website. Parent comments included that it 
was well organized and the lines were short this year. There were a number of questions about 
the $10 donations and what it is used for. This is partly to help with doing just one fundraiser 
instead of doing multiple fundraisers throughout the year. Additional information will be put in the 
Wildcat about this item. 

 
Snacks to Social Worker - Audrey W has already picked up snacks for this year and is guessing 
that this will get close to half of the year. The Sarah Welsh, the school social worker, did say that 
she is okay with milk cards for now. She will let us know when additional items are needed. There 
is assistance through the school district for breakfast and lunch, but not for the milk cards that the 
students have during the day. The PTO has stepped in to help and Ms. Welsh takes the lead for 
these items to help maintain confidentiality. 

 
Financial Report - Jess Tipple 
 

2017-2018 Budget - Currently, the only revenue that we have is from Open House and Spirit 
Wear. There has not been much activity yet this year. At the end of last year the PTO was 
$1,994.94 over what was budgeted after everything was taken care of. There is one item of note, 
Stewart Avenue Collision pays for the food for the Pancake Breakfast and the bill for that was just 
recently sent to them as we were waiting for one more bill that hasnôt yet come in. 

 
Fine Arts Performance Funds & Family Donations - The amounts coming in from the the 
Open House are as follows: 
 $663.00 for Fine Arts Performances - this is 221 kids and there are 274 students in 

Stettin this year. For comparison, last year we received $639. 
$2,033 for the Family Donations this year, last year we received $2,326. This is good 

news as it is generally accepted that the proceeds from a school fundraiser is 
about $2,000.This is an optional item and we are very appreciative that families 
donate. 

 
Spirit Wear - This year there were some changes in the Spirit Wear options for this year. The 
pink and gray items are being discontinued. Black and Red Tie-Dye were added. This year we 
had sales of $1269 at just the Open House and orders since then. Last year the sales were $781 
for the entire year. This is not a revenue generator for the PTO, the prices are set to recover 
costs only. Jess would like to add additional events through the year where Spirit Wear is sold. As 
always, there is an order from available on the Stettin website and can be submitted through the 
school office at any time. 

 
An idea brought up for further discussion is hosting a Spirit Wear donation event. The idea being 
that families with smaller sizes that have been outgrown could donate those items to the school. 
And they could be used to include students who donôt have Stettin Spirit Wear, especially for the 
Spirit Days. 



 
Teacher Reimbursement - The PTO budgets $100 for reimbursement for each teacher, each 
school year. We know that teachers spend their own money on supplies for the classrooms, and 
we want to help out with some of that. 

 
Principalôs Report - Kelly Halvorsen 
 

There are approximately 275 students here at Stettin this year. There are 2 sections of each 
grade level. The new staff at Stettin this year are: 

¶ Ms. Langbecker - 2nd grade 

¶ Mrs. Webb - 4th grade 

¶ Ms. Adamski - Art 

¶ Mrs. Tennant - Science 

¶ Ms. Ackermann - Library Media Specialist 

¶ Ms. Xiong - Physical Education 

¶ Ms. Kremsreiter- Special Education 

¶ Nikki Blennert and Jade Fenner- Health Aides 

 
They have all jumped right in and things are rolling. These last couple of weeks has focused on 
building relationships between students, within the building, and with the families that are a part of 
Stettin. 

 
There is also academic screening going on for each student with their teacher. This provides an 
opportunity for the teachers to learn about each student, to celebrate achievements, and find out 
where instruction needs to be focused. We are reaching the end of these assessments and by 
the next PTO meeting there we will be ready to share our School Learning Objectives/School 
Goals. 

 
Staff Report - Thomas Dziadosz 
 

The entire staff wants to say thank you for the Open House. They appreciate the work and 
organization that goes into the event. This makes it easier for the teachers to connect with their 
students rather than focus on collecting paperwork. 

 
Growing Great Minds (G2M) - Mr. Sepnafski is still collecting the information about these 
enrollments and will have more information at the next meeting. If you volunteer to lead one of the 
courses for this program, costs associated with these courses are reimbursable expenses. The 
first session starts in 6 weeks. The first session doesnôt include options for Kindergartners as the 
adjust to being in the new building and schedules associated with it. There will be options for 
them a little later in the school year. 

 
Sports have started for Football and Volleyball for 4th and 5th graders. There are other athletic 
options for younger students through Growing Great Minds. 

 
New Business 
 

2017-2018 Family Directory - This is a listing of contact information for students in class at 
Stettin that will be sorted by grade level and a link for access will be sent only to those that 
choose to enter their information. This is an ideal way to send birthday party invitations and set up 
playdates with friends from school. 

 
School Supply Kit Options for 2018-2019 - The school supply kits this year were not available 
until after school starts and the orders were cancelled. The PTO received late notice from the 



company and notified those participating as quickly as possible, based on the list provided by the 
company. 

 
Aaron Beyer, a Stettin parent, went school supply shopping with his kids this year as he was 
affected by the order cancellation. He did not enjoy the experience. His background includes 
purchasing for a company, and he is proposing that he would put together school supply kits for 
those that choose to participate and deliver them to the school, similarly to the previous program. 
This could potentially include a flat fee or a percentage to the the PTO. 

 
This is likely something that would be worth sending a survey to families to see what kind of 
response there might be. The survey should likely include that this is NOT the same company as 
had been used in the past, and that this would be a local Stettin family that is considering offering 
a similar option. The survey would likely be in paper form and connected with Parent-Teacher 
conferences in November for a timeframe. A concern would be to make sure any survey does not 
single out any respondent, and this does not replace any method that families might use to 
acquire school supplies such as FABFAN. Another concern would be the timing of needing to 
have the supply lists. The flow of money is something that would need to be determined, 
depending on the implications that are involved. 

 
Popcorn Fridays - Audrey W is working on the lists for the classes. Tanya Pagel is going to be 
the popcorn coordinator this year. If there are any new students to the school, there is no fee for it 
but does require a signature from parents granting permission. The popcorn is popped by 
volunteers, and we are always looking for volunteers. This volunteer experience does not require 
the background check to participate. Tanya Pagel will be setting the dates and they will be 
included in the Wildcat soon. 

 
2nd Grade Super Kids Snacks - The 2nd grade teachers are putting together this activity as 
part of the Super Kids program this school year. A parent has approached PTO about covering 
the costs of these snacks as it is possible that not every student will send in donation money for 
this. The teachers have emphasized that all students will be included, regardless of monetary 
donation. This will likely be brought back to PTO as the October snack date gets closer. 

 
Bracelets from Jennifer Gresens - Some bracelets were donated for the pancake breakfast last 
year. She is proposing the bracelets as a potential fundraiser. We currently do one fundraiser by 
design. An option discussed would be for PTO to purchase a small number of the bracelets and 
sell at cost, like we currently do with all other Spirit Wear items. Or including  presenting the 
option for a booth/table at the Trunk-Or-Treat, because we already open that event to 
businesses. 

 
My Local Deals - We purposefully ask for the donations at the fall open house and do just the 
Pancake Breakfast as our only fundraiser. We are choosing not to do this fundraiser. 

 
Fall School Pictures - Thursday, October 5th - Mary S will let PTO know what volunteers are 
needed for assistance and a sign-up genius will be sent out soon. 

 
Fall Book Fair - A date in October is being discussed for this event. It will not coordinate with 
Parent-Teacher conferences this year. We will be looking for volunteers to assist and will be 
putting out a sign-up genius soon. 

 
Trunk or Treat - Friday, October 20th - This is a way for kids to show off their costumes and 
spend time with their friends and family. Samantha Haupt and Nanette Hayek will be co-chairing 
this event. They are hoping for 15 families and 5-10 businesses. The times will be 5pm -7pm that 
evening. The PTO typically supplies hot chocolate. A suggestion was made to invite police 
officers or firefighters to be present and hand out candy provided by PTO. Estimates from 



 

previous years have been for 300 people participating as this is open to siblings of Stettin 
students also. 

 
Registering as a 501(c)3 - The president of the GD Jones PTO has emailed and asked about 
the status of our PTO. Audrey J has had conversations and done some research in this, but are 
waiting for additional information. Jess will have conversations about what it would take to 
complete the 990 tax forms that we would be required to complete and Audrey J will continue 
current conversations. Kelly H will reach out to the district to see if there is any knowledge that 
would be helpful to us. This will likely come back with more information at future meetings. 

 
Additional Languages - Options are being explored to determine whether PTO needs to be 
printing items in additional languages. 

 
Bike Rack Availability - Limited bike racks are available at Stettin right now. Kelly R is asking 
Warrior Manufacturing about costs for additional bike racks at Stettin. She will bring additional 
information at a future meeting. Mr. Sann may have additional information as those bike racks are 
not the original racks to the school.

OFFICIAL NOTICE TO ALL EMPLOYEES, STUDENTS, PARENTS, AND PUBLIC 

 

 

This notice has been written to comply with the Federal Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) 

Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA) regulations requiring yearly notification of 

asbestos activities within the Wausau School District. 

 

An Asbestos Management Plan was developed in 1988 and has been continually maintained 

and updated since that time.  The Management Plan is available to anyone for viewing by 

visiting the Maintenance and Operations Building during normal business hours. 

 

Abatement of asbestos containing building materials is performed when necessary by 

accredited persons prior to disturbance during scheduled renovation or construction projects.  

During the summer of 2017, asbestos abatement was performed prior to construction or 

maintenance activities at:  John Muir Middle School, Maine Elementary, and the Maintenance 

and Operations Building.
